A cut-price campaign has hit 

Montreal. All over the city there 
is a whirlwind of price reductions. 
It is not confined to any particu- 
lar commodity, but every article 
is marked down from the former 
high prices. The cut in many 
cases runs from 30 to 50 per 
cent. Shop windows contain dis- 
play advertisements announcing 
the fact, and some of the’ mer- 
chants are advertising in the pap- 
ers giving details of their drop 
in prices. 

An examination of the goods 
thus advertised shows that the 
“cut price campaign” is on_ in 
earnest. Suits of clothes, boots 
and shoes, and stoves and furni- 
ture are all down in price. The 
cut price campaign has also ex- 
tended to sugar, butter, eggs, 
soap and general groceries. In 
some stores white sugar is now 
being offered at 15 3-4 cents per 
pound, brown sugar at 15 cents, 
good butter at 54 cents a pound. 
Some brands of soaps have drop- 
ped 3 cents and 4 cents a bar, 
and other reductions are contem- 
plated.

LOCATING THE CAPITAL 

About 1987 there was a great deal of agitation on the part 

of the members of the old Territorial Legislature about the per- 
manent location of the capital. The western members, of course, 

were in favor of Calgary, the northern members favored Prince 

Albert—Saskatoon was then hardly more than a name—and 

poor Regina had only one or two advocates. 

Regina, at that time. was not a very comiorting piace to 

live in. There was no paving, and whenever it rained the streets 

were one mass of mud that resembled glue in its adhesive quali- 

ties. In winter, it was bitterly cold and as the members of the 

Legislature had to walk about a mile across the open prairie to 

reach the scene of deliberation they were often exposed to the 

sweep of the blizzard. To make matters worse the only water 

available was that drawn from wells, and it had a remarkable 

mineral constituent in it that acted upon those unaccustomed to 

it like a dose of physic, the consequence was that the visiting 

members of the legislaure were often in a somewhat wretched 

condition. One winter when conditions were rather worse than 

usual a number of them headed by Joseph Bannerman, .who at 

that time was a member for one of the Calgarys, started an agi- 

tation to move the capital to Calgary. He made a most vigor- 

ous speech in the House; he said, among other things, that Regina 

was only fit for frozen frogs in February; he said it wasn't fit for 

civilized beings; the water was bad and all the members were 

sick in consequence.” He said, ‘‘I am sick now.’ He wound up

that u cow giving 60 lb. of milk a 

day should bo milked three times. 

Both professor Trueman of the Nova 

Scotia Agricultural College and profes- 

sor Barton are agreed, however, that 

unless the udder is over distended 

there is little or no advantage to be 

gained by milking three times a day. 

These authorities are quoted in the 
September guumber of tho Agricul- 

tural Gazette of Canada. Professor 

Wade Toole also contributed a solu 

tion of the same problem by giving 

results of tests made at the Ontario 

Agricultural College. The tests are 

to be continued and professor Toole 

hopes to be able to give a more de- 

finite opinion another year than the 

does at present.

He 
planted the trees and made the 
rivers flow for the good of the 
white man and the red. The 
country is wide. There is room 
for all.” 

A Vision 

“Standing here on this bright 
day with the sun above us I! cast 
my eyes to the east a thousand 
miles, down to the Great Lakes. 
I] see a broad road leading from 
the lakes to Red River. I see it 
stretching.on to Fort Ellice. I see 
it branching there—one to Fort 
Qu'Appelle and Cypress Hills, 
the other to Pelly and Carlton. 
It is a wide plain trail. 

“On that trail I see all the In- 
dians taking the hand of the Gov- 
ernor and Commissioners, and, in 
doing so, taking the hand of our 
noble Queen. We are brothers. 
We will lift you up. We will 
teach you the cunning of the 
white man if you are willing to 
learn. All along that road I see 
Indians gathering, I see gardens 
growing, | see houses building. 

“All we seek is your good. | 
openly’ as brother to 

brother, as a father to his child- 
ren. Hear my words. Join the 
great band of Indians, walking 
hand in hand on the road ‘I spoke 
about. 

“I trust the Great Spirit has 
put good thoughts into your 
hearts, and that your wise men 
have found my words good.”

80's, to see an Indian turn over 
an acre of ground and to be fol- 
lowed by a score or more of In- 
dian women armed with grub 
hoes, who would proceed to pul- 
verize the whole area by use of 
these hoes. One more harrow 
would have done the wick with- 
out the semblance of female slav- 
ery. But the Indian's day was 
coming. 

It must not be supposed that 
matters always went smoothly in 
the dealings between the Indians 
and the department employees 
dwelling on the reservation. 

There was one regulation put 
into force from Ottawa to which 
the Indians never gave a full and 
complete assent. is was the 
requirement that no Indian should 
leave his reserve without a pass 
from agent or farm _ instructor, 
This had not been stipulated in 
the treaty and was resented— 
sometimes bitterly.

~ How Inspector Fitzgerald By His | 
Death Erected An E’verlasting 

~ Monument To R.N.W.M.P. 

A TALE OF HEROISM UN- 

EQUALLED IN THE CHRO- 
NICLES OF OLD ROMANCE 
—THE FEARFUL ARCTIC 
TRAIL—HOW BRAVE M 
DIE—A MATCHLESS REC- 
ORD OF DUTY DONE. 

In the course of this series of 
articles | have frequently alluded 
to the work that was done by the 
N.W.M.P. in the Yukofi territory. 
In the early days of the gold rush 
the officers of the force were 
practically the administrators of 
the region. They collected cus- 
toms duties, maintained law and 
order amongst a turbulent and 
lawless population, and their pat- 
rols penetrated to the arctic fast- 
nesses of the far nérth to bring 
relief to isolated human beings 
whose adventurous disposition 
and. the vicissitudes incidental to 
the north had cut them off from 
¢ivilization and exposed them to 
the rigors of a cruel and savage 
climate. 

Splendid Men 

The members of the force se- 
lected for this latter duty were 
all splendid young men in the 
first flush of their manhood. In 
addition to being physically 
sound they had to be daring, in- 
telligent and _ resourceful; and 
splendidly did they acquit them- 
selves. Running on snowshoes 
behind their dog trains, and de- 
pending upon their, rifles for 
sustenance, they climbed moun- 
tain chains that ran across the 
roof of the world; penetrated 
snow-encircled yalleys that had 
never echoed to the sound of the 
human voice since time began; 
and successfully surmounted the 
ramparts whith nature had erect- 
ed to guard her secrets of the 
north. 

There was many a hard jour- 
ney and many a bitter experience 
but generally the members of the 
Mounted Police, with their dog- 
ged determination, their magnif- 
cent sense of duty, and their in- 
telligence and physical strength 
usually won through. 
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The Fitzgerald Tragedy 

There was one tragedy, how- 
ever, which, for heroic endeavor, 
even unto death, has never been 
equalled in the history of the 
whole wide west. 

’ In December, 1910, Inspector 
Fitzgerald left Fort McPherson, a 
remote and isolated post away far 
to the northward inside of the rim 
of the arctic circle on a patrol to 
Dawson. Fitzgerald's _ party, 
which carried mail, consisted of 
Constable Kinney, Constable Tay- 
lor and a former member of the 
force who was employed as 
guide and was supposed to know 
a short cut over the Divide to 
Dawson. ‘ 

Bad News 

News travels slowly across the 
lonely wastes of the north and it 
was not until the end of Febru- 
ary that'Superintendent Snyder at 
Dawson City began to be anxi- 
ous. His anxiety was further in- 
creased by the arrival of a party 
of Indians who reported that 
they had seen Inspector Fitzger- 
ald on New Year's Day at Moun- 
tain Creek, which was about 
twenty days’ travel from Dawson. 

Accordingly, he gave instruc- 
tions to Corporal Dempster, one 
of the best arctic travellers in the 
north, to prepare his famous dog 
train and go out on a search for 
the missing men. Corporal 
Dempster was accompanied by 
two policemen, named _respec- 
tively Fife and Turner and an In- 
dian named Charles Stewart. The 
three members of the North West 
Mounted Police had been mem- 
bers of the McPherson patrol of 
the previous year and all were 
experienced travellers. 

A Mid-winter Journey 

It was the most rigorous season 
of the year, midwinter. The land 
was gripped in the icy fingers of 
the frost king, and in these north- 
ern latitudes, there were only a 
few hours of daylight. Often the 
thermometer sank to from fifty 
to sixty degrees below zero and 
biting winds assailed the travel- 
lers as they breasted each accliv- 
ity. The snow was of great depth 

REVELATIONS

party. They had _ apparently 
camped in the same place some 
time previously. there were 
some empty tins lying around and 
a piece of a flour sack ‘marked 
R.N.M.P., Fort McPherson. With 
the first glimmers of daylight Cor- 
poral Dempster and his party 
picked up the faint outlines of an 
old. trail and after ‘about two 
hours’ travelling came across an- 
other camp. 

Bad Signs 

The runners of the north, when 
everything is going well, make 
long journeys between rests and 
Corporal Dempster at once came 
to the conclusion there was some- 
thing wrong when he found two 
camps so close together. Again 
they followed the dim trail and 
further down the Wind River the 
wind had swept the snow from 
the ice leaving the ridged marks, 
made by the toboggans, and the 
road was plain to see. 

Starvation 

On the morning of March 16 
the trail led to a little cabin 
where they found a toboggan and 
some sets of dog harness. There 
were also the paws and_ the 
eevee of a dog from which the 

eat had been cut away by some

human agency. It was plain to 
the readers of these signs that 
Fitzgerald and his men had been 
in great stress, and the relief 
pushed on in the hope of being 
in time to bring aid. The faint 
indications previously seen, had 
been to the effect that. Inspector 
Fitzgerald's party had been forc- 
‘ed to, abandon their trip to Daw- 
son and hunger and cold’ was 
driving them back to Fort Mc- 
Pherson along the road by which 
they had come. The discovery 
in the cabin, however, was the 
first definite proof that this was 
actually the case and that they 
were starving. Nevertheless Cor- | 
poral Dempster found it hard to 
believe that anything had befallen 
the party and that they were 
actually driven to eat their dogs 
because he found a little pile of 
ddried up fish in the corner of the 
cabin, and he thought if they still 
had fish with them they would be 
able to make the return to Fort 
McPherson in safety. 

On March 20th, they -arrived 
at a cabin about fifty-five miles 
from Fort McPherson. The cabin 
was bulit- on a high bank, but 
there there was no indication of 
a sleigh trail leading up to_ it. 
They camped in the cabin at dark 
and on a beam in the roof they 
found a despatch bag and a bag 
of mail which had been carried 
by Fitzgerald. Still Dempster did 
not realize the tragedy. He 
thought Fitzgerald had been hard 
pressed for food and in the hurry 
back to safety had lightened his 
load. 

Hurrying to the Rescue 

Next morning Dempster again 
pushed on, driving his dogs as 
they had never been driven be- 
fore and he and his men main- 
taining the ceaseless run of the 
experienced arctic traveller. 
Every nerve and muscle was 
strained for were they not bring-

There were the ashes of a fire and 

emaciated bodies of Constable 
Kinney and Constable Taylor, the 
two regular members of Inspector 

arty. Both men 
were lying side by side in sleep- 
ing bags. Constable Taylor had 
apparently shot himself for he 
still grasped in his hand a thirty- 
thirty rifle and the top of his head 
was blown off. There had been 
sa fire at their feet and a camp 
kettle stood :beside it stuffed 
with moose hide from which they 
had apparently been endeavoring 
to extract some nourishment. Be- 
neath the robe in which they lay 
wa sa gunney sack containing, 
among other things, Inspector 
Fitzgerald's diary which con- 
tained records that indicated 
some of the hardships which the 
patrol had endured. 

The Old Tragedy 

It was the old tragedy of the 
north. Nature, relentless, cruel 
and implacable, had won in the 
fight against pigmy humans. 

However, these men were 
dead. Perhaps Fitzgerald and 
Carter had left them in a forlorn 
attempt to reach Fort McPherson 
and bring help. They might be 
even yet alive. The bodies of the 
two dead constables were care- 
fully covered with brushwood 
and again Dempster, on his mis- 
sion of relief, took the trail be- 
hind his running dogs in an effort 
to avert the final and complete 
tragedy. ; 

Early the following morning a 
trail appeared to have gone to- 
wards a bank and kicking around 
in the snow to pick it up Demp- 
ster discovered a discarded snow- 
shoe. Up on the bank a little 
further on he came upon the 
bedies of Inspector Fitzgerald 
and Constable Carter. Carter had 
apparently died first and _ Fitz- 
gerald, indomitable to the last, 
had forced his faltering body to 
do the tasks which decency re- 
guired. Carter was lying on his 
back with his hands crossed over 
his breast and Fitzgerald's hand- 
kerchief spread across his face. 
Inspector Fitzgerald was lying on 
his back on the place where the 
fire-had been burning, with his 
left hand on his breast. The evi- 
dences were that the two dead 
men had been too weak to do 
anything towards making a camp 
except merely to light a fire. The 
bodies of all four men were in a 
terribly emaciated condition and 
the stomach of each was flattened 
almost to the backbone. They 
had all been frostbitten and the 
agonies they must have suffered 
were inconceivable. 

Inspector Fitzgerald's toes were 
rozen, and the feet of each mem- 
ber of the party were badly 
frozen. The bodies of Inspector 
Fitzgerald and Carter were rev- 
erently disposed beneath piles of 
brushwood and Dempster pro- 
ceeded to Fort McPherson which 
they reached the same evening 
and gave the police there the 
first nitimation of the tragedy. 

A Simple Burial 

A detail was sent out at once 
from Fort McPherson and _ the 
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bodies were brought in. Rude 
coffins were made and_ covered 
with black cloth and in the after- 
noon of March 28th, the four 
brave men were buried side by 
side in one wide grave. Demp- 
ster in his report says: 

‘ “The funeral service was read 
by Rev. C. E. Whittaker, Church 
of England missionary at that 
point. A firing party of five men 
fired the usual volleys over the 
remains of our departed com- 
rades, and even though the a 
eral was held in the most north- 
ern part of the Empire, away in 
the arctic circle, hundreds of 
miles from civilization, | am glad 
to be able to assure you that 
everything was done in connec- 
tion with the last sad rites that 
could possibly be done under the 
circumstances, and | am sure that 
the relatives and friends of each 
deceased will be glad to know 
that it was possible to have 
Christian burial services read by 
an ordained minister of the gospel 
over their loved ones.” 

A Record of Heroism 

Inspector Fitzgerald's diary in- 
dicated some of the _ hardships 
which eventually culminated in 
tragedy. It seems that he had 
depended upon Constable Carter 
as a guide for a new and more | 
direct route to Dawson, but when: 
once in the wilderness Carter had 
become lost and much valuable 
time was wasted. The weather 
became very severe, food gave 
out and Fitzgerald decided that 
the only way to avert a death 
from starvation was to return to 

Fort McPherson.

A Brave Man’s Will 

There were no more’ written 
chronicles, but in Inspector Fitz- 
gerald’s pocket was found his 
will written with a piece of char- 
red wood which read as follows: 
“All money in despatch bag and 
banks, clothes, etc., I leave to 
my dearly beloved mother, Mrs. 
John Fitzgerald, Halifax. God 
bless all! Signed, F. J. Fitzgerald, 
R.N.W.M.P.”’ 

The Commissioner, in his re- 
port stated, “That undoubtedly 
disaster overtook this party be- 
cause they lost the trail from 
Little Wind River. Had they had 
an efficient guide they would 
have reached Dawson in safety.” 

Further in his report Commis- 
sioner Perry writes as follows: 

“The heroic efforts to return to 
Fort McPherson have not been 
exceeded in the annals of arctic 
travel.” 

Corporal Dempster’s reports 
show that the unfortunate men 
had wasted to shadows. All 
were strong, powerful young men 
and in the best of health and con- 
dition when they left on their ill- 
fated journey. That they should 
have lost their lives is greatly to 
be deplored. It is the greatest 
tragedy which has occurred in 
this force during its existence of 
thirty-seven years. 

“Their loss has been felt most 
keenly by every member of the 
force, but we cannot but feel a 
thrill of pride at the endeavor 
they made to carry out their duty 
and their gallant struggle for their

Britishers Possess 
! Wonderful Tolerance 

Will Not Interfere in American 

The Englishman's probverbial 
tolerance is illustrated by two.in- 
,cidents this week. One occurred 
in the commons, though hardly 
mentioned in the press. Colonel 
Sir Frederick Hall, one of a little 
group of vociferous Imperialists, 
raised the question of the treat- 
ment of Haiti natives by the 
American naval forces. He pres- 
sed the government to make a 
protest to Washington. The Brit- 
ish foreign office reply was em- 
phatic: “These allegations have 
reached us, but have not been of 
such a character as to _ justify 
either of the steps suggested, 
namely, representations or refer- 
ence to the League of Nations of 
the whole question of American 
legislation in Haiti."” Thereupon 
Hall delivered this outburst: 
“Does the minister recognize that 
the Americans take a great notice 

| of what we are doing in Ireland. 
Will he tell them the same atten- 
jtion should be paid in their own 
{country to what they are doing 
' themselves in Haiti?”’ 

Another Unionist | member, 
Colonel Newman, asked: “‘Is it 
not a fact that this particular 
country was once a republic?” 

Neither question ..evoked a’ 
single assenting cheer, not even 
from that most pronounced of 
recent anti-American protagon- 
ists in parliament, Horatio Bot- 
tomley. 

Noting this silence, neither 
questioner thought it well to press 
the ministers for a further reply. 

A similar attitude of tolerance 
and silence is generally followed 
by ministers in parliament and in 
the press towards the repeated 

‘anti-British statements in the 
American presidential campaign. 
Nobody says anything in public. 

Another illustrative instance is 
the MacSwiney funeral proces- 
sion. Even Unionist journals 
which hotly support the repres-: 
sion of Sinn Fein, declare their 
admiration of the whole funeral 
incident. The Lord Mayor | of 
Cork was an officer of the Irish 
republic, which declared itself at 
war with England. Yet all the as- 
sistance of the police of London 
_and the civic authorities was giv- 
en to carry through a great dem- 
onstration with rebel flags and 
rebel uniforms, and the whole af- 
fair was treated with sympathetic 
human interest by the English 
people. 

| The Westminster Gazette, 
which bitterly opposes Lloyd 
George's Irish policy, says: “In 
no other capital of the world 
could a funeral pass through the 
‘streets under a rebel’s flag with 
the body guarded by men in re- 
‘bel uniforms, and receive every 
mark of respect, than that from 
|the London crowd which showed 
a spirit of reverence and even of 
sympathy. If the original idea of 
the procession in Irish minds was 
of defiance, that feeling must 
have faded away before the lifted 
hats of the spectators. . The gov- 
ernment proffer of a_ special’ 
steamer to go direct to Cork. to 
carry the body of one who died 
as a rebel against the government 
is a fine gesture.”
