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FOREWORD

The Central Institute of [ndian Languages is concerned with the development of
Indian languages. The development of Indian languages can take place by their use
in new domains, which requires development of materials and methods of manpower for
work in the areas of codification, standardisation and modernisation. The work of the
Institute encompasses basic research, material production and inservice training. The
Institute is also entrusted with the special responsibility of assisting the development of
tribal and other .minor languages. The work of these languages include preparation of
grammar, dictionary and learning materials besides providing training to teachers in
tribal schools in the use of tribal languages in a bilingual model of education.

The dictionary in any language is an important instrument for its codification and
standardization. It is more so in the case of tribal languages with very recent literacy
practices and with variations in language use, particularly inspelling. The dictionaries
in tribal and minor languages therefore are an important step in their development.
They are also a tool for learning language. The speakers of these languages have to
learn the dominant language of the State and also to some extent the official languages
of the Union. Therefore the dictionaries are in some cases quadrilingual and in most
cases trilingual. The dictionary should also be useful for the speakers of the State
language to learn the tribal language.

The entries of the tribal language are given in the script adapted for the language
‘following the spelling system developed for it. This is followed by phonemic transcrip-
tion when the script is not Roman to guide pronunciation as well as to make the
dictionaries usable to linguists.

There are special lexicographic problems in compiling a dictionary for pre-literate
and neo-literate languages. The data are to be collected primarily from spoken sources
and word boundaries are to be established by the linguist. The meanings are to be
obtained not from the context of use of words but from the statement of speakers. These
have their own limitations. It is hoped that this dictionary will inttiate interest in further
lexical studies of the language to help to enlarge and enrich it.

The dictionary is not only a description of the lexicon of a language but is also a
description of the culture of its speakers codified in the words. The tribal language
dictionaries are particularly useful from this point of view for culture studies, though
cultural information is kept to the minimum in this dictionary, which is primarily meant
for linguistic and pedagaogical purposes.

A major objective of the Institute is to preserve and promote multilingualism in
the country. We hope that codification and teaching of the tribal and other minor
languages will contribute towards achieving this objective. We hope that not only the
tribals become bilingual, which they normally are, but also non tribals become bilinguals
by learning the tribal language for better communication and understanding of each

other.

INTRODUCTION

Kuvi is a Central Dravidian Lungusge spoken in the border districts of Orissa and Andhra
Pradesh. It is closely related to Kui. The tribes who speak the Kuvi and the Kui languages are
called by the name Khond or Kondh. 1t is difficult to ascertain the number of Kuvi speakers. Kuvi
was not returned as a mother-tongue in the 1961 census. *‘Apparently Kuvi-speaking Khonds
prefer to return their tribal name only as their mother tongue.”” The number of speakers reported
for Khond in the 1961 census is 1.68,027 of which 1,44,922 live in Orissa, 22,730 in Andhra Pradesh
and the rest elsewhere. However, the census report notes that “Khond/Kondh returns as mother-
tongue should normally indicate the Kui-Kuvi language sub group of the central Dravidian. Disti-
nguishing between the Kui @nd Kuvi speech returns would entail a separate Janguage survey.™

Some work has been done in the past on the Kui language. But the work done on Kuvi is
relatively very little. After the early work by Schulze® and samples in Grierson’s Linguistic Survey
of India (Vol. IV), the only recent work is a journal article by S. Bhattacharya and T. Burrow which
gives only i short vocabulary of Kuvi along with some notes.”

So the need for linguistic work on Kuvi including an extensive grammar and dictionary can-
not be exaggerated. In the words of the census report again : “In any case for a speech community
of this magnitude, detailed comprehensive linguistic data are at any time commendable.””*

Three main dialect areas have been delincated for Kuvi and dialect variations have been taken
into account in the dictionary. Where a lexical or grammatical unit is specific to @ certain dialect
area the letters (1), (RK} and (D) are placed after the entry refering to their usage by the Laxmipur,
Rayagada and Dongria Khonds respectively. Wherever the phonemic shapes of the same item are
totally different cross-reference has heen provided. If the variation is confined to only one sound
then the item used by the Rayagada Khonds is made the head entry followed by the variant forms
in the other dialects in alphabetical order.

The entries are arranged according to the Oriya alphabetic system which follows the general
Indian system. The new letters, used only in Kuvi, are introduced at the appropriate places deter-
mined by their sound value. Thus the order followed is :

When used with the secondary symbols for the vowels the letters will be as given in the chart.

There are no entries beginning with n, n, y, 7 or with the nasalized vowels. After the
palatal consonants there is no nasal since the palatal nasal is not phonemic and does not figure in
the alphabet. Instead of conjunct letters halanth is used. Thus pri:ka is written efee and talla is
written aap. The cluster, which starts with a pure consonant, comes after all the vowel combina-
tions of that consonant. The clusters have been arranged in the alphabetical order given above
taking first the first letter and then the next.

The dictionary has been compiled with two purposes in mind. Firstly it 's meant for the Ku\vi
speakers to learn Oriya. It is also meant for the other language speakers, especially the Oriya
speakers to learn Kuvi. Since it is essential for the Kuvi speakers to know the equivalents of Kuvi
words in Oriya rather than their description, it has not been attempted to give a full semantic des-
cription involving ethnic details. The Oriya equivalents may be considered to be the closest word
available for the cited Kuvi word. Hewever, for the benefit of the other language speakers learning

Kuvi, the semantic distinctions and contexts of use of Kuvi word is indicated briefly wherever
possible..

The dictionary entries arc given linearly in the following order :
(I) the head entry, is given in the Kuvi script:
(2) the entry in phonemic script to guide in pronunciation:
(3) the meaning in Oriya.
(4) thc mecaning in linglish.

Wherever there are derivatives. the basi¢ morpheme is given as the head entry and the derived
or bound forms arc given uider that in alphabetical order.

Irregular forms are dealt with in the following way :

(1) the plural of nouns is not predictable and therefore noun stem is given in the singular and
the particular plural morpheme is given in parenthesis. as in the following example :
kohni ‘clbow” (pl. ka) etc.
If the addition of the plural marker entails a change in the noun stem then the whole word js
given. E.g. koyyu ‘fowl” (pl. koska) etc.

(2) (i) Verbs which have different stems when used as intransitives and transitives respectively
arc ertered separately and the grammatical calegory is marked.
nikhi v.t. to awaken (somebody)
ningi \v.i. to get up.

(ii) If a verb can be used both as intransitive and transitive with no change in the stem then

it is marked only v.

(iii) There are verbs which can be used only as transitives or intransitives and these are marked
v.t. and v.i. respectively.

In all these cases the verb stem is given as the head entry.

The grammatical class to which a lexical item belongs is mentioned after the head entry
and after the entry in the phonemic script. The following abbreviations have been used :
