HACKNEY  COACH  FARES. 

For  a  distance  not  exceeding  1,000  yards  from  the  place  where  the 
passenger  shall  be  taken  up,  one  shillings  and  for  every  additional  seven 
hundred  yards,  or  portion  thereof,  a  further  charge  of  sixpence.  Two 
passengers  to  be  taken  for  the  above  fares,  and  an  additional  fare  of 
sixpence  to  be  paid  for  every  passenger  above  that  number ;  a  child 
under  7  years  of  age  not  to  be  considered  a  passenger,  but  two  such 

children  to  count  as  one  passenger.  After  12  o'clock  at  night  and  before 
8  o'clock  in  the  morning  an  extra  fare  of  one  half  the  ordinary  faie,  is 
chargeable.  Carriages  detained  above  15  minutes  at  any  place  or  place?, 

entitled  to  sixpence  extra  for  every  15  minutes  so  detained;  but  no  car- 
riage to  be  detained  beyond  \6  minutes  without  the  consent  of  the  coach- 
man, except  the  fare  amount  to  four  shillings  for  a  coach,  or  tliree 

shillings  for  a  fly.  The  fare  for  every  hackney  coach  hired  by  the  day 

is  twenty-one  shillings;  and  by  the  hour,  three  shillings  for  the  first 
hour,  and  two  shillings  for  every  hour  after  the  first,  the  hackney  coach- 

man having  the  option  to  charge  either  by  time  or  distance;  unless  a 
special  agreement  be  previously  made.  When  the  fare  amounts  to  four 
shillings  for  a  coach,  or  three  shillings  for  a  fly,  the  hirer  may  detain 
and  return  in  the  same  upon  the  payment  of  half-fare,  provided  the 
detention  do  not  exceed  one  hour,  for  which  no  additional  fare  is  to  be 
charged.

HARBOUR  AND  NAVIGATION. 

BY  THE  COMMISSIONERS  OF  THE  RIVER  WEAR  AND 
PORT  AND  HAVEN  OF  SUNDERLAND. 

Engineer's  OfficCt  Sunderland  Pier, 
Sunderland  Harbour  is  situated  in  the  County  of  Durham,  in  latitude 

54°  55''  ',  longitude,  P  22"  west  of  Greenwich;  and  lies  ahout  5 leagues 
N.  f  E.  from  Hartlepool,  and  2  leagues  south  of  Tynemouth  Light.  It 
is  rated  as  the  fourth  port  in  this  kingdom  for  shipping  as  respects  the 

amount  of  tonnage,  and  is  the  principal  port  in  the  kingdom  for  ship- 
building. 

The  Harbour  is  now  considerably  improved,  having  two  excellent 

Piers.  The  Buoys  in  the  Roads,  marking  the  Commissioners*  boundary 
seaward,  are  laid  in  5|  fathoms,  at  low  water,  spring  tides. 

The  Beacons  are  erected  on  the  extremity  of  the  North  and  South 
Rocks.

TIDES  AT  SUNDERLAND  PIER. 

The  mean  high  water  of  ordinary  spring  tides  is  14  ft.  6  in.  above  the 
mean  low  water  of  the  same  tides  at  Sunderland  Pier. 

The  high  water  of  an  equinoctial  spring  tide  (6th  Sept.  1819)  was  3  it, 
9  in.  above  the  mean  high  water  of  ordinary  spring  tides. 

The  mean  high  water  of  neap  tides  is  3  ft.  6  in.  under  the  mean  high 
water  of  ordinary  spring  tides. 

The  mean  low  water  of  neap  tides  is  9  ft.  6  in.  under  the  mean  high 
water  of  ordinary  spring  tides. 

The  establishment  of  the  port  is  3  hours  12  minutes. 

The  best  tides  are  48  hours  after  full  and  change,  say  4  to  5  o'clock. 
N.N.W.  to  N.N.E.  winds,  by   compass,  make   the  highest  tide,  and 

check  the  ebbs  on  the  Sunderland  coast. 

S.S.E.  to  S.S.W.  depress  the  high  waters  and  make  low  ebbs. 
E.N.E,  to  E.S.E.  winds  produce  the  heaviest  seas. 
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NORTH  PIER  LIGHT-HOUSE. 

This  Light-house  is  situated  at  the  east  end  of  the  North  Pier.  The 

Light  is  stationary,  73  feet  in  height  above  the  high  water  mark,  and  can 

he  seen  6  leagues  distant  at  sea.  In  addition  to  this  bright  light,  there 
is  a  red-coloured  or  distinguishing  light  18  feet  below.  Both  are  ex- 

hibited from  sunset  to  sunrise  throughout  the  year. 

Carte's  Rockets  for  saving  life  are  kept  in  readiness  on  the  Pier. 
SOUTH  PIER  TIDAL  LIGHT. 

This  Light,  situated  on  the  east  end  of  the  South  Pier,  is  exhibited  from 

half  flood  to  first  quarter  ebb,  or  while  the  wind  and  tide  are  favourable 

for  entering  the  harbour.  With  a  westerly  wind  it  is  put  out  at  high 
water. 

In  the  day  time  a  Flag  is  hoisted  half-mast  high  when  there  is  8  feet 
water  on  the  bar.  When  there  is  10  feet  with  a  smooth  sea,  it  is  hoisted 

to  the  mast  head,  and  continued  till  high  water  in  a  westerly  wind;  and 

with  the  wind  from  S.S.E.  to  N.N.E.  it  is  kept  up  one  hour  and  a  half 
after  high  water. 

During  the  night,  when  stormy  and  dangerous  to  enter,  Blue  Lights 

are  let  ofif  every  quarter  of  an  hour  ;  also,  during  foggy  weather,  a  Bell 

will  be  rung,  for  the  guidance  of  vessels,  at  intervals  of  a  quarter  of  an 

hour,  during  the  time  the  Lights  are  exhibited,  or  the  Flag  hoisted. 

Dennett's  Rockets  for  saving  life  are  always  kept  in  readiness  at  the 
Light-house. 

TIDE  GUAGES. 

The  standard  Guage,  indicating  high  water,  (spring  tides)  as  fixed  by 
Rennie,  in  1819,  is  on  the  wall  of  the  North  Dock  Bason,  at  the  steps. 

Other  Guages,  to  the  same  level,  are  fixed  at  difi'erent  places  in  the  har- 
bour and  river. 

On  the  floating  Guages,  at  the  Mark  Quay  and  North  Ferry-boat 
Landing,  the  Red  Figures  shew  the  height  of  the  standard  Pier  Guage  ; 

the  White  Figures  the  depth  of  water  on  the  bar ;  corrected  monthly. 

These  two  Gauges  are  lighted  throughout  the  night. 

The  Tide  Tabl*?,  outside  the  Engineer's  OflSce,  indicates  the  depth  of 
water  on  the  bar,  taken  from  actual  observation,  from  the  morning  tide 

of  each  day ;  with  the  direction  of  the  wind  at  the  time  of  high  water 

Altered  daily  at  noon. 
CHANNEL. 

The  White  Shell  Rocks,  at  the  entrance  of  Sunderland  Harbour,  have 

b«en  deepened  to  5  ft.  6  in.  or  low  water  spring  tides,  or  the  same  depth 

below  Zero  on  the  harbour  Tide  Guages. 

A  Buoy,  painted  black,  has  been  laid  down  500  feet  due  east  of  the 

South  Pier  flag-staff,  and  20  feet  to  the  northward  of  the  remaining  high- 
est part  of  the  rock,  in  5  ft.  4  in.  water  at  low  water  spring  tides,  and 

bearing  S.E.  by  S.  from  the  North  Pier  Light-house. 
All  vessels,  entering  or  leaving  the  harbour,  to  keep  to  the  northward 

of  this  Buoy. 

I 
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The  deep  water  Channel  of  this  harbour,  between  the  Piers,  lies  about 

40  feet  distant  from  and  nearly  parallel  to  the  line  of  the  North  Pier,  and 

running  out  to  sea  in  an  easterly  direction. 

The  depth  of  water  on  the  bar  varies  from  4ft.  to  5ft.  6  in.  at  average 

low  water  spring  tides,  and  from  18  ft.  to  21  ft.  6  in.  at  average  high  water 

spring  tides. 

Vessels  drawing  16  feet  water  have  entered  the  harbour  at  neap  tides, 
HARBOUR  MASTERS. 

Three  Harbour  Masters   are   appointed    for  the  whole  river ;  but  for 

general  convenience  the  river  is  divided  into   three  districts,  each  under 

the  especial  superintendence  of  a  distinct  Harbour  Master,  viz  : — ■
